Description of Walk





A pleasant walk through woodland, alongside the River, then through fields and country lanes until you reach the site of the prehistoric wood circle of Bleasdale. The circle is thought to date from approximately 1000 years BC. The urns and parts of the circle timbers are in the Harris Museum in Preston. The position of the wood circle is now marked by concrete markers.





To the east it is possible to see Nick’s Chair as a dip on the ridge line of Blindhurst Fell.


 


Start at Waddecar Grid Ref 559440


Follow the footpath adjacent to the River Brock to Weaver’s Farm GR 567451


Take footpath to junction at GR 573452


Proceed North to Vicarage Farm at GR 574459


Go East on private land across field to Bleasdale Circle


Return by retracing the route
