Description of Walk





Transport to Jubilee Tower and from Tarnbrook is required, otherwise you must add an extra 7 km of road walking and time (not recommended). A hard walk over rough moorland, with great views in good weather. Navigation skills even in good weather.





Start at Jubilee Tower at Grid Ref 542572 and ascend Hare Appletree Fell to Grit Fell (468 m) GR 557588.


Continue east over the access track to Ward‘s Stone (Trig Pt 560m) at GR 585585. Cross the plateau, and then north east to a corner of the boundary line at GR 601591. Follow southeast along an indistinct path to Brown Syke at GR 618582.


Take a southwesterly direction into the developing re-entrant to take care when crossing the River Tarnbrook Wyre near waterfall at GR 612576.


Continue south west past grouse butts and along a good track to reach the village of Tarnbrook at GR 589556. 





Please take care when crossing roads and when near the river as the banks and boarded walkways can be muddy and slippy at times.
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
